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RECOMMENDED AMENDMENTS – UNIFIED DEVELOPMENT CODE – FEBRUARY 7, 2018 
 

The UDC regulates land uses and development for both the City of Shreveport and Caddo Parish. Periodically, revisions are required to reflect 
the changing nature of business in our community. Some changes are always necessary in order to make adjustments for unintended limitations 
placed on certain industries, while others address innovations and unforeseen industry shifts.  While most of these amendments are simple 
house-keeping and corrective changes due to oversight, grammatical mistakes, contradictions or missing items; half of them address updates to 
wireless telecommunications and alcoholic beverage uses and consumptions.  All proposed amendments are aimed to help better serve the City 
and Parish in defining and regulating these uses.  

Since the January MPC Public Hearing (when the proposed amendments were hand delivered to all MPC Board Members in 
attendance), this report is now divided into two subsections for clarity: 
 

Subsection 1.0 Amendments proposed to BOTH the City and Parish Unified Development Codes 
 

• The proposed amendments in this subsection will go to both City Council and the Parish Commission bodies for 
final approval to their respective UDC. 

Subsection 2.0 Amendments proposed to ONLY the City of Shreveport Unified Development Code 
 

• The proposed amendments in this subsection are City of Shreveport specific and are directly linked to proposed 
legislation concerning wireless telecommunications.  Caddo Parish is not currently proposing any new 
legislation at this time; therefore attempting to match the same language with the City and Parish is ill-advised. 

Note:  In an effort to coordinate the adoption of new wireless telecommunications amendments to the City Code, along with the 
Shreveport UDC amendments, these proposed Shreveport UDC Code text amendments are being introduced to all industry 
stakeholders on Monday, February 5, 2018 prior to the Metropolitan Planning Commission (MPC) meeting scheduled for February 7, 
2018. Any updates/changes to the UDC, whether provided by MPC staff, City staff, or industry stakeholders, will be provided before 
the February MPC Meeting. Should you have any concerns; representatives from the City Attorney’s Office will be in attendance at the 
February MPC Meeting to help answer any questions about the City’s proposed ordinances.  

 
Why Amendments are Highlighted: 

• The initial twenty-two (22) amendments that were introduced during the January MPC Meeting, and have not changed, are 
highlighted in grey italics throughout both Subsections.   
 

• Any new amendment that has been added, as well as any amendments that have been revised, since the January MPC Meeting is 
highlighted in yellow italics.  

 
 

Be Advised: 

• Yes, there are several new and revised amendments to this report.  During the January MPC Meeting, it was stressed that several 
revisions would be reintroduced before the February MPC Meeting. MPC staff has been working extensively alongside the City 
Attorney’s Office on the majority of these new amendments; particularly amendments involving wireless telecommunications and 
alcohol consumption. 
 

• The reason for the number of amendments changing from twenty-two is a direct result of the domino effect – when you make a 
change in one article of the UDC, if often affects several articles in succession.   

 
 

*** There will be a Public Hearing to consider these amendments at the February 7th MPC Board Meeting*** 
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SUBSECTION 1.0 Amendments proposed to BOTH the Shreveport and Caddo Parish Unified Development Codes. 
 
Changes / revisions in the amendments since the January MPC Meeting include the following: 
 

• Chapter 10 of the Shreveport City Code: Alcoholic Beverages. (New Proposed Amendments 1.8–1.10, 1.13–1.20, 1.22 – 1.23). 
The City is in the process of revising Chapter 10 of the Shreveport City Code.  These proposed amendments align with the definitions 
and ordinance revisions recently amended by the City Council for Chapter 10 of the Shreveport City Code.  Since these proposed 
definition revisions align with the State’s definitions regarding alcohol consumption and manufacturing, for consistency the MPC is 
proposing these amendments also be reflected in the Caddo Parish UDC.  

 
• Electronic Message Sign.  (Updated Proposed Amendment 1.29). This additional language (at the request of a Board Member) is 

aimed to protect residential property owners from glaring light by these sign types at night.  These regulations are the same 
illumination restrictions as billboards.  Language added included how an electronic message sign must not exceed a maximum 
illumination of 6,000 nits during daylight hours and a maximum illumination of 500 nits between dusk and dawn.   

 
 

Proposed Amendments: 
 
1.1 Amend the following row “Maximum Lot Coverage” to TABLE 4-1 in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC ARTICLE 4 

ZONING DISTRICT REGULATIONS, SECTION 4.2 RESIDENTIAL DISTRICTS to read as “Maximum Building Coverage.”

Explanation:  This was an oversight by the consultant that was not picked up after the UDC was adopted in May 2017.  
 
1.2 Add the following new use “Detention or Penal Institution” to TABLE 5-1 in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC 

ARTICLE 5 USES, SECTION 5.2 USE MATRIX:   
 

[Note:  See Exhibit “A” for revised Table 5-1] 

Explanation:  This use, which exists in various locations, is not in the current UDC.  
 

1.3 Amend the following use “Amusement Facility - Outdoor” to TABLE 5-1 in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC 
ARTICLE 5 USES, SECTION 5.2 USE MATRIX as follows:   

 
Under Zoning District C-UV 

• Amusement Facility – Outdoor (P S) 
 

[Note:  See Exhibit “A” for revised Table 5-1] 

Explanation:  By adding ‘indoor archery and gun clubs/shooting ranges’ to the definition of ‘Amusement Facility – Outdoor,’ the MPC 
feels that any applicant applying for  ‘Amusement Facility – Outdoor’ as their use needs go through the Special Use Permit approval 
process for the Commercial Urban Village Zoning District (C-UV) to better understand the potential ‘use’ and its impact(s) within the 
district. 
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1.4 Amend the following use “Office” to TABLE 5-1 in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC ARTICLE 5 USES, SECTION 5.2 
USE MATRIX as follows:   

 
Under Zoning District I-2 

• Office (P) 
 

[Note:  See Exhibit “A” for revised Table 5-1] 

Explanation:  This was an oversight by the consultant as offices should be allowed by right in the I-2 Zoning District.  
 

1.5 Delete the following use “Temporary Contractor’s Office” and re-number the Use Standards column accordingly to TABLE 5-1 
in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC ARTICLE 5 USES, SECTION 5.2 USE MATRIX:   

 
[Note:  See Exhibit “A” for revised Table 5-1] 

Explanation:  This use is not necessary as a contractor’s office is typically a part of a construction site.  This use needs to be deleted.  
 
1.6 The definition of “Amusement Facility - Indoor” in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC Article 5 USES, Section 5.3 USE 

DEFINITIONS is hereby repealed and reenacted to now read as follows:   
 

Amusement Facility - Indoor. A facility for spectator and participatory uses conducted within an enclosed building, 
principally devoted to recreational activities or nongambling games, leisure and recreation services to the public or to 
members. Examples include the following uses when they are conducted indoor: ice or roller skating rinks, bingo parlors, 
billiard parlors, pool halls, miniature golf courses, amusement arcades, tennis clubs, swimming pools, play courts, batting 
cages, go-cart or dirt-bike courses, skateboard areas, water slides or water parks, movie theaters, gymnasiums 
(excluding those within public parks), sports arenas, bowling centers, tumbling centers, skating centers, roller rinks, and 
escape room/physical adventure game facilities.  Indoor amusement facilities do not include live performance venues. An 
indoor amusement facility may include uses such as, but not limited to, concession stands, restaurants, and retail sales 
as ancillary uses. 

 
Explanation:  Revised definition to add clarity for indoor amusement facilities.  

 
1.7 The definition of “Amusement Facility - Outdoor” in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC Article 5 USES, Section 5.3 

USE DEFINITIONS is hereby repealed and reenacted to now read as follows:   
 

Amusement Facility - Outdoor. A facility for spectator and participatory uses conducted outdoors or within partially 
enclosed structures, such as outdoor sports stadiums and arenas, outdoor roller or ice-skating rinks, fairgrounds, batting 
cages, amusement and theme parks, racetracks, swimming or wave pools, entertainment complexes, amphitheaters, 
drive-in theaters, paint ball facilities, indoor archery or gun club/shooting ranges, riding academies, miniature golf and 
driving ranges, and similar facilities. An outdoor amusement facility may include uses such as, but not limited to, 
concession stands, restaurants, and retail sales as ancillary uses. 

 
Explanation:  Revised definition to add clarity for outdoor amusement facilities and to add the use for indoor archery or gun 
club/shooting ranges.  
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1.8 The definition of “Bar” in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC Article 5 USES, Section 5.3 USE DEFINITIONS is hereby 
repealed and reenacted to now read as follows:  

Bar.  May include the following terms:  brewpubs, cocktail lounges, hookah lounges, pubs, taverns, and means an 
establishment where the main source of gross revenue is the sale of alcoholic beverages which are customarily -
consumed on the premises, but may be consumed off premises when authorized by [Chapter 10 of the City of 
Shreveport, Louisiana, Code of Ordinances / Chapter 4 of the Caddo Parish Code of Ordinances].  Snack foods or other 
prepared food may be available for consumption on the premises as an ancillary use. Generally, in accordance with this 
Chapter, any restaurant establishment where sales of food and nonalcoholic beverages make up fifty percent or less (≤ 
50%) of its average monthly gross revenue is considered a bar. 

 
Explanation:  New definition coordinates with the City’s updates to Chapter 10 and is more in line with the State’s regulations.  The 
revised definition also includes ‘Hookah Lounges’, as this ‘use’ is not identified in current UDC.  This amendment should also be 
included in the Parish UDC, as it aligns with the State’s definition for Bar.   

 
1.9 The new definition of “Brewer:” in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC Article 5 USES, Section 5.3 USE DEFINITIONS 

is hereby added to read as follows:   
 

Brewer:  A specific type of “manufacturer” who, directly or indirectly, personally or through any agency or business entity, 
engages in the making, blending, rectifying, brewing or other processing of beer or any other alcoholic malt beverages in 
Louisiana, or outside the state, for shipments to licensed wholesale dealers within the state subject to the provisions of 
State law.  A Brewer who operates a brewing establishment entirely located in the [City of Shreveport / Caddo Parish] 
may also sell or serve only those products brewed at that establishment, to the public only at that establishment, for 
consumption on or off the premises (but not for resale).  A brewer who sells or serves its products to the public, at its 
establishment, shall comply with all local zoning laws and regulations in this Code. 

 
Explanation: New definition coordinates with the City’s updates to Chapter 10 and is more in line with the State’s regulations.  This 
error was overlooked by the consultant in the adopted UDC. This amendment should also be included in the Parish UDC, as it 
aligns with the State’s definition for Brewer.   

 
1.10 The new definition of “Brewery:” in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC Article 5 USES, Section 5.3 USE DEFINITIONS 

is hereby added to read as follows:   
 

Brewery:  An establishment where a brewer engages in the making, blending, rectifying, brewing or other processing of 
any alcoholic malt beverages for consumption on or off the licensed premises in accordance with Louisiana state law. 

 
Explanation: New definition coordinates with the City’s updates to Chapter 10 and is more in line with the State’s regulations.  This 
error was overlooked by the consultant in the adopted UDC. This amendment should also be included in the Parish UDC, as it 
aligns with the State’s definition for Brewery.    
 

1.11 The new definition of “Demolition or Demolish(ed):” in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC Article 5 USES, Section 5.3 
USE DEFINITIONS is hereby added to read as follows:   

 
Demolition or Demolish(ed):  Any act or process that destroys or removes 75 percent or more of the exterior walls of a 
structure. 

 
Explanation: New definition to add clarity for what is and isn’t demolition as no definition currently exists in the UDC.  
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1.12 The new definition of “Detention or Penal Institution” in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC Article 5 USES, Section 
5.3 USE DEFINITIONS is hereby added to read as follows:   

 
Detention or Penal Institution.  A facility where persons are detained pending adjudication or confined under criminal 
sentences. Examples include community correctional facilities, state or federal correctional facilities, or juvenile detention 
facilities. 

 
Explanation:  This new definition needs to be added as this use was overlooked by the consultant in the adopted UDC.  

 
1.13 The new definition of “Distiller” in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC Article 5 USES, Section 5.3 USE DEFINITIONS is 

hereby added to read as follows:   
 

Distiller.  A specific type of “manufacturer” who, directly or indirectly, personally or through any agency or business 
entity, engages in the distilling, making, blending, rectifying, or processing of any alcoholic liquor in Louisiana, or outside 
the state, for shipments to licensed wholesale dealers within the state subject to the provisions of State law.  A distiller 
who operates a distillery establishment entirely located in [the City of Shreveport / Caddo Parish] may also sell or serve 
only the liquor produced at that establishment, to the public only at that establishment, for consumption on or off the 
premises (but not for resale).  A distiller who sells or serves its products to the public, at its establishment, shall comply 
with all local zoning laws and regulations in this Code. 

 
Explanation: New definition coordinates with the City’s updates to Chapter 10 and is more in line with the State’s regulations.  This 
error was overlooked by the consultant in the adopted UDC. This amendment should also be included in the Parish UDC, as it 
aligns with the State’s definition for Distiller.   

 
1.14 The new definition of “Distillery” in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC Article 5 USES, Section 5.3 USE DEFINITIONS 

is hereby added to read as follows:   
 

Distillery.  An establishment where a Distiller engages in the distilling, making, blending, rectifying, or processing of any 
alcoholic liquor for consumption on or off the licensed premises in accordance with Louisiana State law. 

 
Explanation: New definition coordinates with the City’s updates to Chapter 10 and is more in line with the State’s regulations.  This 
error was overlooked by the consultant in the adopted UDC. This amendment should also be included in the Parish UDC, as it 
aligns with the State’s definition for Distillery.   

 
1.15 The new definition of “Manufacturer of Alcohol” in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC Article 5 USES, Section 5.3 

USE DEFINITIONS is hereby added to read as follows:   
 

Manufacturer of Alcohol.  Any person who, directly or indirectly, personally or through any agency or business entity, 
engages in the making, blending, brewing, rectifying, distilling or other processing of alcoholic beverages in Louisiana, or 
outside the state, for shipments to licensed wholesale dealers within the state subject to the provisions of State law. A 
manufacturer of alcohol who operates an establishment entirely located in [the City of Shreveport / Caddo Parish] may 
also sell or serve only those products produced at its facility to the public only at that facility for consumption on or off the 
premises (but not for resale). A manufacturer of alcohol who sells or serves its products to the public, at its facility, shall 
comply with all local zoning laws and regulations in this Code. 

 
Explanation: New definition coordinates with the City’s updates to Chapter 10 and is more in line with the State’s regulations.  This 
error was overlooked by the consultant in the adopted UDC. This amendment should also be included in the Parish UDC, as it 
aligns with the State’s definition for Manufacturer of Alcohol.   
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1.16 The definition of “Microbrewer” in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC Article 5 USES, Section 5.3 USE DEFINITIONS 
is hereby added to read as follows:   

 
Microbrewer.  Any person who, directly or indirectly, personally or through any agency, engages in the making, 
blending, rectifying, brewing or other processing of beer or any other alcoholic malt beverages in small quantities, not 
to exceed twelve thousand five hundred (≤ 12,500) barrels per year, for retail sale and for consumption on or off the 
licensed premises in accordance with Louisiana state law. 

 
Explanation: New definition coordinates with the City’s updates to Chapter 10 and is more in line with the State’s regulations.  This 
error was overlooked by the consultant in the adopted UDC. This amendment should also be included in the Parish UDC, as it 
aligns with the State’s definition for Microbrewer.    

 
1.17 The definition of “Microbrewery” in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC Article 5 USES, Section 5.3 USE DEFINITIONS 

is hereby repealed and replaced to read as follows:   
 

Microbrewery.  A retail establishment (bar or restaurant) where a Microbrewer engages in the making, blending, 
rectifying, brewing or other processing of beer or any other alcoholic malt beverages in small quantities, not to exceed 
twelve thousand five hundred (≤ 12,500) barrels per year, for retail sale and for consumption on or off the licensed 
premises in accordance with Louisiana state law. 

 
Explanation: Revised definition coordinates with the City’s updates to Chapter 10 and is more in line with the State’s regulations.  This 
error was overlooked by the consultant in the adopted UDC. This amendment should also be included in the Parish UDC, as it 
aligns with the State’s definition for Microbrewery.    

 
1.18 The new definition of “Microdistiller” in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC Article 5 USES, Section 5.3 USE 

DEFINITIONS is hereby added to read as follows:   
 

Microdistiller.  Any person who, directly or indirectly, personally or through any agency, engages in the distilling, 
making, blending, rectifying, or processing of any alcoholic liquor in small quantities, not to exceed twelve thousand 
(12,000) gallons per year, for retail sale and for consumption on or off the licensed premises in accordance with 
Louisiana state law. 

 
Explanation: New definition coordinates with the City’s updates to Chapter 10 and is more in line with the State’s regulations.  This 
error was overlooked by the consultant in the adopted UDC. This amendment should also be included in the Parish UDC, as it 
aligns with the State’s definition for Microdistiller.    

 
1.19 The definition of “Microdistillery” in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC Article 5 USES, Section 5.3 USE DEFINITIONS 

is hereby repealed and replaced to read as follows:   
 

Microdistillery.  A retail establishment (bar or restaurant) where a Microdistiller engages in the distilling, making, 
blending, rectifying, or processing of any alcoholic liquor in small quantities, not to exceed twelve thousand (12,000) 
gallons per year, for retail sale and for consumption on or off the licensed premises in accordance with Louisiana state 
law. 

 
Explanation: Revised definition coordinates with the City’s updates to Chapter 10 and is more in line with the State’s regulations.  This 
error was overlooked by the consultant in the adopted UDC. This amendment should also be included in the Parish UDC, as it 
aligns with the State’s definition for Microdistillery.

1.20 The term “Micro-Winery” in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC ARTICLE 5 USES, SECTION 5.3 USE DEFINITIONS is 
hereby repealed in its entirety. 

 
Micro-Winery.  A facility for the production and packaging of any alcoholic beverages obtained by the fermentation of the 
natural contents of fruits or vegetables, containing sugar, including such beverages when fortified by the addition of 
alcohol or spirits, in quantities not to exceed 25,000 gallons per year and may include a tasting room for consumption on-
premises. A tasting room allows customers to taste/consume products manufactured on site and purchase beverages 
manufactured on site and related items. Wineries that exceed this capacity are considered light industrial uses. 

 
Explanation: Revised definition coordinates with the City’s updates to Chapter 10 and is more in line with the State’s regulations.  This 
error was overlooked by the consultant in the adopted UDC. This amendment should also be included in the Parish UDC, as it 
aligns with the State’s regulations and needs to be removed for clarity.    

 
1.21 The definition of “Place of Worship” in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC Article 5 USES, Section 5.3 USE 

DEFINITIONS is hereby repealed and reenacted to now read as follows:   
 

Place of Worship. A facility where persons regularly assemble for religious purposes and related social events, and may 
include group housing for persons under religious vows or orders. Places of worship may also include ancillary day care 
facilities and/or classrooms for weekly religious instruction. A place of worship may have a residence for the housing of 
the pastor, priest, minister, rabbi, etc., where customary accessory uses associated with a dwelling are permitted. 

 
Explanation: Amended definition to allow limited residential uses at a place of worship. 

 
1.22 The new definition of “Wine Producer” in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC Article 5 USES, Section 5.3 USE 

DEFINITIONS is hereby added to read as follows:   
 

Wine Producer.  A specific type of “manufacturer of alcohol” who, directly or indirectly, personally or through any agency 
or business entity, cultivates and grows grapes, fruits, berries, honey, or vegetables from which wine of an alcoholic 
content in excess of six percent (> 6%) by volume is produced and bottled from a fermentation of such grapes, fruits, 
berries, honey, or vegetables in Louisiana, or outside the state, for shipments to licensed wholesale dealers within the 
state subject to the provisions of State law. 

 
Explanation: New definition coordinates with the City’s updates to Chapter 10 and is more in line with the State’s regulations.  This 
error was overlooked by the consultant in the adopted UDC. This amendment should also be included in the Parish UDC, as it 
aligns with the State’s definition for Wine Producer.    

 
1.23 The new definition of “Winery” in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC Article 5 USES, Section 5.3 USE DEFINITIONS is 

hereby added to read as follows:   
 

Winery.  A plot of land located in [the City of Shreveport Caddo Parish] used to cultivate and grow grapes, fruits, berries, 
honey, or vegetables for the purpose of fermenting such grapes, fruits, berries, honey, or vegetables to produce and 
bottle wine of an alcoholic content in excess of six percent (> 6%) by volume. 

 
Explanation: New definition coordinates with the City’s updates to Chapter 10 and is more in line with the State’s regulations.  This 
error was overlooked by the consultant in the adopted UDC. This amendment should also be included in the Parish UDC, as it 
aligns with the State’s definition for Winery.    
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1.24 The term “Temporary Contractor’s Office” in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC Article 5 USES, Section 5.3 USE 
DEFINITIONS is hereby repealed in its entirety. 

 
Temporary Contractor’s Office. A temporary structure utilized as a watchman’s quarters, construction office, equipment 
shed, or sales center during the construction of a new development. 

 
Explanation:  This use is unnecessary as a contractor’s office is typically a part of a construction site.   

 
1.25 The use “Temporary Contractor’s Office” in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC Article 6, Section 6.2 TEMPORARY 

USE STANDARDS is hereby repealed in its entirety:   
 

E.  Temporary Contractor’s Office  
 

1. A temporary contractor’s office is allowed incidental to any construction project.  
2. The temporary use permit is valid for the duration of the building permit, including any extensions.  
3. The temporary contractor’s office must be removed within 30 days of completion of the construction project. 

 
Explanation:  This use is not necessary as a contractor’s office is typically a part of a construction site.  This use needs to be deleted, 
and its accompanying standards. 
 

1.26 The on-site development standard of “Outdoor Storage (Ancillary)” in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC ARTICLE 7 
ON-SITE DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS, SECTION 7.3. ACCESSORY STRUCTURES AND USES, SUBSECTION S. Outdoor 
Storage (Ancillary) is hereby repealed and reenacted to now read as follows:   

 
The following uses are permitted outdoor storage: greenhouse/nursery – retail, including the growing of plants in the 
open, heavy retail, rental, and service, vehicle dealerships, vehicle rentals, vehicle operations facility, vehicle 
repair/service, minor or major, and light and heavy industrial. The Executive Director can also render an interpretation 
that a use not listed in this section would typically have outdoor storage and permit such use to include outdoor storage 
on the site. These uses are permitted ancillary outdoor storage in accordance with the following provisions: 

 
Explanation:   Currently, Vehicle Repair is included as a use which permits outdoor storage and display, by right.  However, in the Use 
Standards, vehicle repair does not allow outdoor storage. MPC staff feels that Vehicle Repair, Minor or Major should not be allowed to 
have outdoor storage as a use by right.   This edit eliminates any discrepancies between the different uses and reflects both standards 
as having the same language.   
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1.27 Table 7-1 in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC ARTICLE 7 ON-SITE DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS, Section 7.4 
PERMITTED ENCROACHMENTS, add a new row labeled “Detached Garages” to now read as follows:

REGULATIONS, SECTION 9.7. PERMIT REQUIRED: PERMANENT AND TEMPORARY SIGNS, SUBSECTION G. Electronic 
Message Sign, number “1” is hereby repealed and reenacted to now read as follows: 

1. Electronic message signs are permitted in the districts indicated in Table 9-2. In the residential districts, electronic 
message signs are permitted only for an educational facility, government use, public park, cultural facility, or place 
of worship. In all other districts permitted by Table 9-2, electronic message signs are permitted only for 
non-residential uses. An electronic message sign must not exceed a maximum illumination of 6,000 nits 
during daylight hours and a maximum illumination of 500 nits between dusk and dawn, as measured from 
the sign’s face at maximum brightness.  

 
Explanation:  Place of worship was added to these regulations as this use routinely utilize ‘electronic message signs’ as a part of their 
campus facilities.

1.31 Add new review standard “Minor Façade Improvements to Existing Buildings” in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC 

Article 16 ZONING APPLICATION APPROVAL PROCESSES, Section 16.6 SITE PLAN REVIEW, as Subsection G. This new 
review standard will become “G,” and all subsequent sub-sections shall be re-lettered accordingly: 

G.  Minor Façade Improvements to Existing Buildings 
 

1. Minor facade modifications shall be exempt from the requirements of a site plan review if the Executive Director 
finds all of the following conditions to exist: 

 
a. No building square footage or dwelling units are added. 
b. The minor facade modification as a whole complements the architectural style of the building. 
c. The various facade components, including but not limited to color, construction material and architectural 

features, are compatible and consistent with one another and complement the architectural style of the 
building. 

d. The Executive Director may condition his or her /her decision by requiring such visual elements as may be 
necessary. 

e. Minor facade modifications meeting the above conditions shall require submittal and approval of a Minor 
Façade Improvements Review application before submittal for a building permit. 

f. Minor facade modifications not meeting the above conditions shall require submittal and approval of a Site 
Plan Review application.  

g. Minor façade improvements do not pertain to single family dwellings and duplexes, which are exempt from 
the provisions of this subsection.

Explanation:  When the façade of a building is changing, but nothing else on the site is, there needs to be a specific review of the 
façade (based on building elevations) to obtain staff approval.  Currently there is no separate process in place for such a review, apart 
from the more extensive site plan approval process. 
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1.32 Add new review standard “Modifications to Sites without Approved Site Plans” in both the Shreveport and Caddo Parish UDC 
Article 16 ZONING APPLICATION APPROVAL PROCESSES, Section 16.6 SITE PLAN REVIEW, as Subsection H. This new 
review standard will become “H,” and all subsequent sub-sections shall be re-lettered accordingly.   

H.  Modifications to Sites without Approved Site Plans 
 

1. All existing improved developments that do not have a site plan on file will be considered non-conforming.  
Site plan approval will not be required for all of these developments except in the following described 
circumstances.  If any one of the following occurs, site plan approval will be required: 
 
a. The existing principal structure(s) is demolished and a new principal structure(s) is constructed. 
b. A new principal structure(s) is constructed. 
c. The existing structure or structures is increased in total building footprint by 25% or more.

reconstruction or repaving over 50% of the total area of the parking lot is considered fully reconstructed 
or repaved), or an existing parking lot area is expanded by 50%.  Resealing or re-striping of an existing 
parking lot, which includes paving, resurfacing or replacement of the asphalt, concrete or other surface 
paving material of less than 50% of the total area of the parking lot is not considered reconstruction. 

e. A new driveway is constructed that is connected to a public street. 
f. Major changes in the vehicular circulation pattern of the site that will require staff analysis of the site.

Explanation:  There was a period of time prior to 2001 when the provision for site plan approval as required by the zoning ordinance 
was not enforced.  As a result of this lack of enforcement, many existing developments were constructed without a site plan being filed 
with the MPC office.  As improvements are being planned at these developments, it has been a recent policy to require a site plan of 
record be created before the release of any building permits.  In some cases this policy has been too onerous on applicants when the 
scope of work for the improvements is limited.  Therefore it is necessary for us to add these procedures in order to recognize these 
limited scope projects. 
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SUBSECTION 2.0 Amendments proposed to ONLY the Shreveport Unified Development Code. 
 

Changes / revisions in the amendments since the January MPC Meeting include the following: 
 

• Shreveport City Code. (New Proposed Amendment, 2.1 and 2.3). The citation referencing the “Shreveport City Code” was 
inadvertently referenced as either “Municipal Code” or “City Code.” Both are incorrect and needs to be amended to avoid confusion.   
 

• Wireless Telecommunications. (New / Updated Proposed Amendments 2.2, 2.4-2.10, 2.12). The City is promoting two new 
ordinances (Chapters 82 and 105 of the Shreveport City Code) that would allow for wireless telecommunication facilities to be 
permitted administratively on private property, City-owned property, and the public rights-of-way.  The MPC has worked extensively 
with the City Attorney’s Office to help draft this new legislation; all while aligning the UDC to compliment the new legislation in relation 
to land use regulations.  
 

• Outdoor Dining. (New Proposed Amendment 2.11). The recent updates to Chapter 10 and Chapter 78 of the Shreveport City 
Code required this subsection on outdoor dining to be revised.  With help from the City Attorney’s Office, language was added that 
adequately represents the role of the Sidewalk Permit Committee in approving outdoor dining (also referred as Sidewalk Café’s) in 
the public rights-of-way. 

 

Note:  In an effort to coordinate the adoption of new wireless telecommunications amendments to the City Code, along with the 
Shreveport UDC amendments, these proposed Shreveport UDC Code text amendments are being introduced to all industry 
stakeholders on Monday, February 5, 2018 prior to the Metropolitan Planning Commission (MPC) meeting scheduled for February 7, 
2018. Any updates/changes to the UDC, whether provided by MPC staff, City staff, or industry stakeholders, will be provided before 
the February MPC Meeting. Should you have any concerns; representatives from the City Attorney’s Office will be in attendance at the 
February MPC Meeting to help answer any questions about the City’s proposed ordinances.

M.  “WTFP” is an abbreviation for “wireless telecommunications facility permit.” 
 

Explanation:  These abbreviations are part of the new Article 22 Wireless Telecommunications and needs to be included to for more 
clarity.  

2.3 The term “Co-Location” in Shreveport UDC ARTICLE 2 DEFINITIONS AND RULES OF MEASUREMENT, SECTION 2.3 
DEFINITION OF GENERAL TERMS is hereby repealed and replaced to read as follows. 

 
Co-Location. Installing or attaching new wireless telecommunications transmitting or receiving equipment on a structure 
that already has wireless telecommunications transmitting or receiving equipment on it. 

 
Explanation:  This definition will be included in the Shreveport City Code and cross-referenced in the UDC as part of the new Article 22 
Wireless Telecommunications.   
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2.4 The term “Shreveport City Code” in Shreveport UDC ARTICLE 2 DEFINITIONS AND RULES OF MEASUREMENT, SECTION 2.3 
DEFINITION OF GENERAL TERMS is hereby added to read as follows: 

 
Shreveport City Code.  Is referring to the Code of Ordinances, City of Shreveport, Louisiana. 

 
Explanation:  The current citation “Municipal Code” or “City Code” is incorrect and needs to be amended to avoid any confusion. This 
new definition helps define the proposed citation referenced in Amendment 2.1.

Towers, antennas, and facilities used to transmit and receive signals that facilitate 
wireless telecommunications. The following definitions describe the wireless telecommunications infrastructure 
described within the general definition for wireless telecommunications:  

1. Antenna. A specific device, the surface of which is used to transmit and/or receive signals transmitted to or 
from other antennas. This does not include satellite dish antennae.  

2. Facility. A structure used to house and protect the equipment necessary for processing telecommunications 
signals, which may include air conditioning equipment and emergency generators. Facility also includes any 
necessary equipment that facilitates wireless transmission.  

3. Tower. A structure designed and constructed to support one or more wireless telecommunications antennae 
and including all appurtenant devices attached to it. 

 
Wireless Telecommunications. A specific location at which a structure that is designed or intended to be used to 
house, support or accommodate Antennas or other transmitting or receiving equipment is located.  This includes 
without limit, Towers and support structures of all types and kinds, including but not limited to buildings, church 
steeples, silos, water Towers, signs, street light poles, utility poles, traffic signal poles , or   any other any other 
structure that is used or is proposed to be used as a support structure for Antennas or the functional equivalent of 
such.. The following definitions describe the wireless telecommunications infrastructure described within the general 
definition for wireless telecommunications:  
 

1. Antenna. A system of electrical conductors that transmit or receive electromagnetic waves or radio frequency 
or other wireless signals. This does not include satellite dish antennae.  

2. Eligible Facility. An existing wireless tower or base station that involves collocation of new transmission 
equipment or the replacement of transmission equipment that does not constitute a substantial modification. 
An eligible facility application shall be acted upon administratively and shall not require a Special Use Permit, 
but shall require administrative review and approval. 

3. Facility. A set of wireless transmitting and/or receiving equipment, including any associated electronics and 
electronics shelter or cabinet and generator. A facility includes any pole, pipe, culvert, conduit, duct, cable, 
wire, fiber, amplifier, pedestal, antenna, transmission or receiving equipment, other electronic equipment, 
electrical conductor, manhole, appliance, sign, pavement structures, irrigation system, monument sign, 
monument mailbox and any other similar equipment, for public or private use.  

4. Non-Eligible Facility. Facilities and structures that do not meet the requirements of an eligible facility as 
provided by this Article, and any applicable requirements set forth in Chapters 82 and 105 of the Shreveport 
City Code. Any applicant wanting to construct a non-eligible facility shall require Special Use Permit approval. 

5. Tower. A structure designed and constructed to support one or more wireless telecommunications antennae 
and including all appurtenant devices attached to it. 

 
Explanation:    The City is promoting two new ordinances (Chapters 82 and 105 of the Shreveport City Code) that would allow for 
wireless telecommunication facilities to be permitted administratively on private property, City-owned property, and the public 
rights-of-way. These definitions were provided as ‘industry standard’ by the City’s Expert Consultant.  They are the same 
definitions that will be used in the City’s Code.   
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2.11 The use “Wireless Telecommunications” in Shreveport UDC Article 6, Section 6.1 PRINCIPAL USE STANDARDS is hereby 

repealed and replaced as follows in its entirety.

X.  Outdoor Dining 
 

1. Outdoor dining is considered a separate principal use. Outdoor dining may only be established when allowed 
as a use within a zoning district and in conjunction with another principal use such as a bar or restaurant.  

2. Outdoor dining must not interfere with any pedestrian access or parking spaces and aisles. 
3. Outdoor dining areas must be located on private property unless otherwise approved by the Sidewalk Permit 

Committee pursuant to the Shreveport City Code City Engineer to be located in the right-of-way. The 
City Engineer may require seating areas located in the right-of-way to be delineated through paint or 
structures to prevent unauthorized encroachments. 

4. An outdoor dining area for an establishment must be as continuous as possible by locating the outdoor dining 
area in a single portion of an establishment’s frontage. 

5. When a structure located on private property is required to be constructed at a build-to line, the structure 
may have up to 50% or 60 linear feet of the front façade, whichever is less, designated as outdoor dining 
within a maximum setback of 25 feet from the required build-to line

EXHIBIT B 
 

MM.  Wireless Telecommunications 
 

1.  Application Requirements 
 

All applications to erect, construct, or modify any part of a wireless telecommunication antenna, 
facility, or tower require site plan review and must include the following items, unless waived by the 
Executive Director: 

  
a.  A site plan showing: 
 

i.  The location, size, screening, and design of all structures, including fences. 
 

ii.  The location and size of all outdoor equipment. 
 

iii.   Elevations showing antenna height. 
 

iv.  If the site plan is for a new wireless telecommunication tower, a landscape plan showing 
all screening. 

 
v.  If the site plan is for a new wireless telecommunication tower, indication of the fall zone as 

a shaded circle. 
 
b.  A maintenance plan and any applicable maintenance agreement designed to ensure long-

term, continuous maintenance, such as maintenance of landscape, keeping the area free from 
debris and litter, and immediate removal of any graffiti.  

 
c.  A disclosure of what is proposed, demonstrating the need for the wireless telecommunication 

antenna, facility, or tower in the proposed location. This is not required if co-location is 
proposed. 

 
d.  The reason or purpose for the placement, construction, or modification in the proposed 

location with specific reference to the provider’s coverage, capacity, and/or quality needs, 
goals, and objectives. This is not required if collocation is proposed. 

 
e.  The service area of the proposed wireless telecommunication antenna, facility, or tower. 
 
f.  If the proposal is for a new telecommunication tower, then a map showing collocation 

opportunities within the City and within areas surrounding the borders of the City must be 
provided and justification for why co-location is not feasible in order to demonstrate the need 
for a new tower.  

 
g.  If the proposal is for a new telecommunication tower, certification by a licensed and registered 

professional engineer regarding the manner in which the proposed structure will fall. The 
certification may be utilized, along with other criteria such as applicable regulations for the 
district in question, in determining if additional setback should be required for the structure and 
other facilities.  

 
2.  Setbacks 

 
All wireless telecommunication towers and facilities must be set back from all property lines in 
accordance with the minimum setback requirements in the zoning district.   

 
3.  Height 

 
The maximum height of a wireless telecommunication tower is the minimum needed to function 
satisfactorily. The application for approval of a wireless telecommunication tower must demonstrate 
the minimum height needed for the tower to function, which will be reviewed and approved as part 
of site plan review. The Metropolitan Planning Commission has the ability to hire an independent 
consultant, whose fee will be charged to the applicant, to assist in review of the proposed height.   

 
4.  Lighting and Marking 

 

   



EXHIBIT B 
 

Wireless telecommunication antennas, towers, and facilities must not be lit or marked unless 
required by the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) or the Federal Aviation Administration 
(FAA).  

 
5.  Specific Standards for Wireless Telecommunication Antennas 

 
Wireless telecommunication antennas are a special use in all districts, unless they are stealth 
design, in which case they are considered a permitted use. Stealth design for wireless antennas is 
encouraged and is considered a permitted use in all districts, subject to site plan review and 
approval. All applications for wireless telecommunication antennas must include all information 
required by this section. In addition to the standards of this section for wireless telecommunication 
antennas, stealth design must comply with the following regulations: 

 
a.  To qualify as a stealth design, wireless telecommunication antennas must be enclosed, 

camouflaged, screened, obscured, or otherwise not readily apparent to a casual observer.  
 
b.  Wireless telecommunication antennas must be mounted at least 40 feet above grade, as 

measured from grade to the base of the antenna, to qualify as stealth design, in addition to 
meeting the other requirements of this section. Wireless telecommunication antennas mounted 
lower than 40 feet are considered a special use.  

 
c.  Antennas must be located on or in structures already permitted within zoning districts, such as 

water towers, clock towers, streetlights, penthouses, parapet walls, and steeples, and must be 
designed to blend in with the structure.  

 
d.  Antennas that co-locate on existing wireless telecommunication towers are also considered 

stealth design.  
 
e.  No antenna may increase the overall height of any structure on which it is mounted by more 

than 10 feet.  
 

6.  Specific Standards for Wireless Telecommunication Facilities 
 

a.  Any buildings, cabinets, or shelters may house only equipment and supplies for operation of 
the wireless telecommunication tower. Any equipment not used in direct support of such 
operation must not be stored on the site.  

 
b.  Commercial advertising is prohibited. 

 
7.  Specific Standards for Wireless Telecommunication Towers 

 
a.  Wireless telecommunication towers must be designed to accommodate other 

telecommunication providers. The area surrounding a tower must be of a sufficient size to 
accommodate accompanying wireless telecommunication facilities for other telecommunication 
providers.   

 
b.  Unless otherwise required by the Federal Communications Commission, the Federal Aviation 

Administration or the City, towers must have a galvanized silver or gray finish. 
  

8.  Abandonment 
 

Any wireless telecommunication tower or facility that is not operated for a period of 180 consecutive 
days is considered abandoned. The owner must immediately remove the tower or facility, and all 
aboveground equipment and related debris. The City may ensure and enforce removal by means of 
its existing regulatory authority.

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22.8   SPECIAL USE PERMIT PROCESS 

 
Any application for a wireless telecommunications facility not subject to administrative review and approval 
shall be permitted for land use approval upon the granting of a special use permit from the Metropolitan 
Planning Commission in accordance with the use standards and design specifications established by this 
Code and any applicable requirements set forth in Chapter 105 of the Shreveport City Code. Upon the 
issuance of the Special Use Permit (SUP) by the Metropolitan Planning Commission, the wireless 
telecommunication facility permit (WTFP) may be approved by the City Engineer and distributed at the 
Office of the Metropolitan Planning Commission.   
 
A.  Authority  

 
1. Land Use and Zoning Review 

 
a. Regarding the land use and zoning decisions, the Metropolitan Planning Commission shall 

take formal action on requests for special use permits based on completeness and compliance 
with the land use and zoning requirements and standards of this Article, Article 16 and any 
applicable requirements set forth in Chapter 105 of the Shreveport City Code.  If a Special Use 
Permit (SUP) is required, review shall be by the Metropolitan Planning Commission; in such 
case the Metropolitan Planning Commission has final approval for Special Use Permits. 
 

b. The Executive Director and/or Metropolitan Planning Commission may apply reasonable land 
use and zoning conditions to the approval of any wireless telecommunications facility permit on 
private property or City-owned property as deemed necessary to ensure conformance with 
applicable review criteria as outlined within this Article, and any applicable requirements set 
forth in Chapter 105 of the Shreveport City Code. 

 
2. Technical Review 

 
Regarding the technical decisions, the City Engineer, with assistance from the City’s independent 
expert, will review and make a written determination regarding technical decisions for approval of 
the wireless telecommunications facility permit (WTFP) application, based on completeness and 
compliance with any technical requirements and standards of this Article, and all applicable 
requirements set forth in Chapter 82 and Chapter 105 of the Shreveport City Code.  As expressly 
set forth in Chapter 82 and Chapter 105 of the Shreveport City Code regarding City public rights-of-
way (PROW), no person shall install, place, site, locate, or collocate a wireless telecommunications 
facility and/or wireless support structure on any property, building or structure owned by the City 
without a valid wireless telecommunications facility permit (WTFP).  

 
3. Final Approval of a Wireless Telecommunications Facility Permit (WTFP) 

 
Once the technical requirements have been met the City Engineer makes the final approval for a 
wireless telecommunications facility permit (WTFP).  The City Engineer will issue one of the 
following: WTFP Approval, WTFP Approval with Conditions, or WTFP Denial (the written notice 
shall set forth the reasons for denial.) 
 
The City Engineer, or his/her designee, shall forward the decision for a wireless 
telecommunications facility permit (WTFP) to the Executive Director for distribution to the applicant.   
 
a. Approval Notification 
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If the City Engineer approves wireless telecommunications permit application, then the 
applicant shall be notified of the approval of its application, including any conditions, within 30 
calendar days of the decision. The Wireless Telecommunications Facility Permit shall be 
issued within thirty (30) days after such approval.  

 
b. Denial Notification 
 

If denied, the Applicant shall be notified of the denial of its Application at the City Meeting, and 
in writing within 30 calendar days of the City’s action, which notice shall contain the reason or 
reasons for the denial. 

 
B.  Appeals  

 
1. Appeals of Metropolitan Planning Commission and City Engineer Decision  
 

a. All decisions on special use permits and wireless telecommunications facility permits (WTFP) 
may be appealed to the City Council. In the case of a WTFP, requiring a Special Use Permit 
(SUP) approval, all appealable decisions shall be combined into one joint appeal action to the 
City Council. 
 

b. Within ten (10) calendar days after the date of the final decision of the City Engineer regarding 
a WTFP, the applicant or any aggrieved party may appeal the City Engineer’s decision on the 
WTFP and /or the Metropolitan Planning Commission’s decision on the SUP to City Council.  

 
Appeals of City Council 
 

2. Within thirty (30) days after the date of the decision by City Council, the applicant or any aggrieved 
party may appeal the City Council’s decision regarding the SUP and/or the WTFP to the Caddo 
Parish Civil District Court.

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22.9  USE STANDARDS 

 
The Executive Director or the Metropolitan Planning Commission must consider the following use standards 
and design specifications.  The approval of a wireless telecommunications facility permit is based on a 
balancing of these use standards and design specifications, established by this Article, and any applicable 
requirements set forth in Chapter 82 and Chapter 105 of the Shreveport City Code. 

 
A. Requirements for Wireless Co-locations or Modifications or Attachments to Existing Structures 

Other than Towers 
 

For the co-location, modification or upgrade of a wireless facility that qualifies as an Eligible Facilities 
request under applicable law, or is attached to an existing structure other than a Tower, the following 
information shall be required to be contained in an application. Note:  Any technical information must be 
provided in such a manner, form and with such content that it is able to be verified by a third party using 
the information used and provided by the applicant. 
 
1. Attachments to Buildings 

 
To preserve and protect the nature and character of the area and create the least visually intrusive 
impact reasonably possible under the facts and circumstances, any attachment to a building or 
other structure with a facie, the antennas shall be mounted on the facie without increasing the 
height of the building or other structure, unless it can be proven that such will prohibit or have the 
effect of prohibiting the provision of service, and all such attachments and exposed cabling shall 
use camouflage or stealth techniques to match as closely as possible the color and texture of the 
structure. 

 
2. Utility Poles and Light Standards 

 
a. If attaching to a utility pole or light standard on private or City-Owned property, no equipment 

may extend more than ten percent (10%) of the existing height beyond the top of the structure 
as originally permitted, and no equipment other than cabling shall be lower than fifteen feet 
(15’) above the ground. Only one (1) increase of the height of a utility pole or light standard 
shall be allowed.   
 

b. If attaching to a utility pole or light standard located within the City public rights-of-way, the 
design standards established by the City per Chapter 82 shall apply. 

 
3. Attachments to Water Tanks  

 
If attaching to a water tank, in order to maintain the current profile and height, mounting on the top 
of the tank or the use of a corral shall only be permitted if the Applicant can prove that to locate 
elsewhere less visually on the tank will prohibit or have the effect of prohibiting the provision of 
service or that to do so would be technologically impracticable.  

 
4. Profile 

 
So as to be the least visually intrusive and create the smallest profile reasonably possible under the 
facts and circumstances involved, and thereby have the least adverse visual effect, all antennas 
attached shall be flush mounted or as near to flush mounted as is possible, unless it can be proven 
that such would prohibit or serve to prohibit the provision of service or be technologically 
impracticable.   

 
B. Location of Wireless Telecommunications Facilities 

 
1. No tower or other new support structure taller than 35 feet shall be permitted within one-half mile of 

any existing or planned (i.e. platted) residential neighborhood. Said height limit shall not be as-of-
right, but shall be the maximum permissible height subject to the verifiable proof-of-technical need 
information submitted. 
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2. If a new telecommunications support structure is proposed to be located within one-half mile of an 
existing or planned residential neighborhood and is proven by verifiable clear and convincing 
technical information to be a technical necessity for the applicant’s service to be provided in the 
intended service area of the proposed facility, notwithstanding any part of this Section, irrespective 
of the type of zoning, the support structure shall not be taller than ten feet (10’) above the tallest 
obstruction between the proposed support structure and a residential neighborhood.  

 
3. Applicants shall locate, site and erect all wireless telecommunications facilities and associated 

equipment in accordance with the following priorities, in the following order:  
 

a. On existing structures without vertically or horizontally increasing the dimensions or size of the 
structure or increasing the size of the compound. 
 

b. On existing structures more than five hundred feet from the nearest boundary of the public 
right-of-way without increasing the height or size of the profile of the tower or structure by more 
than is allowed for an Eligible Facility. 

 
c. On existing structures without increasing the height of the structure by more than is needed, as 

such need can be proven by clear and convincing verifiable technical evidence. 
 

d. On properties in areas zoned for commercial use. 
 

e. In designated residential or historic districts in the public right-of-way, but without increasing 
the height or size of the profile of the support structure, and if camouflaged or stealthed or of a 
style and design satisfactory to the City Engineer. 

 
f. In areas zoned for Residential use, in the public right-of-way, but without increasing the height, 

or dimensions of the support structure, and if camouflaged or stealthed or of a style and design 
satisfactory to the City Engineer.  

 
4. If the applicant proposes and commits to locate on City-owned property or structures, the City 

reserves the right to waive the wireless telecommunications facility application fee that would 
otherwise be paid to the City. 

 
5. If the proposed site is not proposed for the highest priority listed above, then a detailed narrative 

and technical explanation shall be provided as regards why a site from all higher priority 
designations was not selected. The person seeking such an exception must demonstrate to the 
satisfaction of the City Engineer the technical need for and reason or reasons why a Special Use 
Permit, Wireless Telecommunications Facility Permit or Administrative Approval should be granted 
for the proposed wireless telecommunications facility.   

 
6. Notwithstanding anything else to the contrary, the Executive Director may approve any site located 

within an area in the above list of priorities, provided that the proposed site is in the best interest of 
the health, safety and welfare of the City and its inhabitants and will not have a deleterious effect 
on the nature and character of the community and neighborhood. The Executive Director may also 
direct that the proposed location be changed to another location that is more in keeping with the 
goals of this Article, and any applicable requirements set forth in Chapter 82 and Chapter 105 of 
the Shreveport City Code.  
 

7. Notwithstanding that a potential site may be situated in an area of highest priority or highest 
available priority a wireless telecommunications permit application may be denied for any of the 
following reasons:  

 
a. On existing structures without vertically or horizontally increasing the dimensions or size of the 

structure or increasing the size of the compound. 
 

b. Conflict with safety and safety-related codes and requirements, including but not limited to 
setback and Fall Zone requirements. 

 
c. Non-Compliance with zoning or land use regulations or this Article. 
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d. The placement and location of a facility or complex would create an unacceptable risk, or the 
reasonable possibility of such, to any person or entity of physical or financial damage, or of 
trespass on private property. 

 
e. The placement and location of a facility or complex would result in a conflict with, compromise 

in or change in the nature or character of the adjacent and surrounding area, and expressly 
including but not limited to loss in value as measured over the twelve (12) months preceding 
the application having been filed. 

 
f. Conflicts with the provisions of zoning or land use regulations. 

 
g. Failure to submit a complete application within sixty (60) days after proper notice and 

opportunity to make the Application Complete. 
 

8. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Article, and any applicable requirements set forth in 
Chapter 82 and Chapter 105 of the Shreveport City Code, for good cause shown such as the ability 
to utilize one or more shorter, smaller or less intrusive facilities elsewhere and still accomplish the 
primary service objective, the Executive Director may require the relocation of a proposed site if 
relocation could result in a less intrusive facility or complex singly or in combination with other 
locations, including allowing for the fact that relocating the site chosen by the applicant may require 
the use of more than one (1) facility  to provide substantially the same service. 

 
9. Wireless telecommunications facilities are a special use in all districts as allowed within Table 5-1 

of this Code, unless they qualify as an eligible facility or as an attachment to an existing approved 
wireless telecommunications facility, other than towers, in which case they are considered a 
permitted use and subject to administrative review and approval.  
 

10. Telecommunication towers shall be allowed in the C-3 General Commercial Zoning District, C-4 
Heavy Commercial Zoning District, I-1 Light Industrial Zoning District, and I-2 Heavy Industrial 
Zoning District only, and shall comply with the maximum permitted height allowed within in each 
zoning district. 
 

C. Setbacks and Fall Zone 
 

Wireless telecommunication services facilities and equipment shall comply with the minimum setback 
requirements of the underlying zoning district; if the following requirements are more restrictive than 
those of the underlying zoning district, the more restrictive standard shall apply. 
 
1. All facilities and equipment, except those located in the City public rights-of-way, shall be set back 

from any property lines and occupied or habitable buildings by 110% of the total height of the 
facility or other structure, otherwise known as the Fall Zone.  
 

2. Flat-roof mounted facilities visible from ground level within 100 feet of said property shall be 
concealed to the extent possible within a compatible architectural element, such as a chimney or 
ventilation pipe or behind architectural skirting of the type generally used to conceal HVAC 
equipment.  

 
3. No monopole shall be installed closer than one-half mile from any existing monopole tower unless 

technologically necessary (independently verifiable technical evidence must be submitted to the 
Executive Director and City’s Engineer showing a clear technical “need” for an exception to this 
distance, and the infeasibility of co-locating on one of the former approved sites), or is visually 
preferable (i.e. blends with the surrounding existing natural and man-made environment in such a 
manner as to be effectively unnoticeable), or unless the Executive Director determines that locating 
the facility one half mile or more from an existing monopole would impact a visually sensitive area, 
e.g., viewshed or a historic or residential district. 

 
4. For any wireless telecommunications facility located within a fenced compound, any accessory 

structure shall be located within the fenced compound as approved in the Wireless 
Telecommunications Permit Application and so as to comply with the applicable minimum setback 
requirements for the property on which it is situated. The Fall Zone or setback shall be measured 
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from the nearest portion of the tower to the nearest portion of the right-of-way of any public road or 
thoroughfare and any habitable building or domicile, as well as any property boundary lines.  

 
5. The nearest portion of any private access road leading to a Facility shall be no less than ten (10) 

feet from the nearest property line. 
 

6. No portion of any facility, including an antenna array, shall extend beyond the property lines. 
 

7. There shall be no development of habitable buildings within the Setback area or Fall Zone.  
 

D. Height and Type of Wireless Towers and other Vertical Support Structures 
  

1. No new Towers of a lattice or guyed type shall be permitted.  
 

2. Except in the public rights-of-way and in Residentially zoned areas, the maximum permitted total 
height of a new tower or other proposed support structure not within the rights-of-way, shall be one 
hundred feet (100’) above pre-construction ground level, unless it can be shown by clear and 
convincing verifiable technical evidence from a carrier who has committed to use the tower that 
such height would prohibit or have the effect of prohibiting the provision of service in the intended 
service area within the City. The maximum permitted height is permissive and is expressly not as-
of-right. 
 

3. The policy decision has been made that more Facilities of a shorter and less intrusive height is in 
the public interest, as opposed to fewer but taller support structures. Therefore, spacing or the 
distance between Facilities shall be such that the service may be provided without exceeding the 
maximum permitted height. 
 

4. If proposed to be taller than the maximum permitted height, the applicant for a new tower or 
support structure shall submit clear and convincing verifiable technical evidence by a carrier or 
wireless service provider that has committed to use the tower or other support structure justifying 
the total height requested. Technical evidence must be verifiable using the information provided by 
the Applicant. If the Applicant chooses to provide evidence in the form of propagation studies, to 
enable verification of the Need for the requested height or location, such must include all modeling 
information and support data used to produce the studies at the requested height and at a 
minimum of ten feet (10’) lower. The City or its designee will provide the form that shall be used for 
providing the modeling information. 

   
5. The City reserves the right to require a drive test to be conducted under the supervision of the City 

or its designee to verify the technical need for what is requested. 
 

6. At no time shall a Tower or other support structure be of a height that requires lighting by the FAA.  
 

7. Towers shall be structurally designed to support a minimum of four (4) carriers using functionally 
equivalent equipment to that used by the first carrier attaching to a Tower or other support 
structure, so that the height can be increased if needed.  

 
8. Notwithstanding the preceding, a wireless carrier may be granted a permit for any height that it can 

prove with independently verifiable technical evidence is necessary (as defined in Chapter 105 of 
the City Code) to enable the carrier to substantially achieve the technical goal(s) stated in the 
application, and pursuant to 47 U.S.C (332c)(B)(II) that any less intrusive option or approach will 
have the effect of prohibiting the  provision of service intended by the carrier. 

 
9. Wireless telecommunications support structures shall not impede visual clearance as specified in 

this Article and any applicable requirements set forth in Chapter 82 and Chapter 105 of the 
Shreveport City Code.  

 
10. Wireless telecommunications support structures shall not block or encroach upon any sidewalk or 

walkway.  
 

11. All new wireless telecommunications support structures within the City’s public rights-of-ways shall 
conform to the design characteristics as established per Chapter 82 of the Shreveport City Code. 
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E. Small Facilities 

 
Small Facilities, when co-located on an existing wireless telecommunications facility, including utility 
poles or light structures, and are located on private or City-owned property, are permitted within all 
zoning districts of the City of Shreveport as part of the administrative review and approval process 
approved by the City Engineer. 
1. Small Facility Requirements 

 
a. Small Facilities shall be designed to blend into the surrounding environment and complement 

existing streetscape elements through the use of color, camouflaging and architectural 
treatment. Any equipment mounted to the support structures shall also match the support 
structure in color and general design.  
 

b. Small Facilities located within the City public rights-of-way shall comply with the design 
standards established by the City per Chapter 82 and Chapter 105 of the Shreveport City 
Code. 

 
2. Concealment Elements 

 
a. Any element affixed to an existing wireless telecommunications facility, including utility poles or 

light structures, on private or City-owned property, shall be camouflaged, screened and/or 
obscured within or behind the existing structure, and designed to blend in with the structure in 
order for it to be to rendered as visually inconspicuous as possible, such that the attached 
element is not readily apparent or plainly visible (to a reasonable person of ordinary 
sensibilities).  
 

b. Only antennas, repeaters, and equipment cabinets associated with DAS, Small Cells or Small 
Facilities other similar low power wireless telecommunications facilities may be mounted to an 
existing support structure or wireless telecommunications facility, including utility poles or light 
structures, subject to compliance with other design requirements set forth with this Article.  

 
c. Only whip antennas or panel antennas may be attached to an existing support structure or 

wireless telecommunications facility, including utility poles or light structures. Up to three (3) 
panel antennas or one (1) whip antenna may be attached to an existing wireless 
telecommunications facility, including utility poles or light structures utility pole or light 
structure; however, a utility pole or light structure shall not contain both types of antennas. 

 
F. Co-Location 
 

1. Wireless Telecommunication facilities, including Small Facilities, may be collocated on existing 
structures, existing electrical transmission towers, and existing utility poles at any location in any 
zoning district. 

 
2. Wireless telecommunication towers must be designed to structurally accommodate other 

telecommunication providers. The area surrounding a tower must be of a sufficient size to 
accommodate accompanying wireless telecommunication facilities for other telecommunication 
providers. 

 
G. Architectural Compatibility 
 

Whether manned or unmanned, wireless telecommunication services facilities shall be consistent with 
the architectural style of the surrounding architectural environment (planned or existing) considering 
exterior materials, roof form, scale, mass, color, texture and character. In addition: 
 
1. All towers must be an alternative tower structure. Lattice antenna towers and guyed towers are 

prohibited within the City of Shreveport. 
 

2. If such facility is accessory to an existing use, the facility shall be constructed out of materials that 
are equal to or of better quality than the materials of the principal use that meet building codes and 
safety standards. 
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3. Wireless telecommunication services equipment shall be of the same color as the building or 

structure to which or on which such equipment is mounted or as required by the applicable 
decision-making authority. 

 
 
 

4. Whenever wireless telecommunication services equipment is mounted to the wall of a building or 
structure, the equipment shall be mounted in a configuration designed to blend with and be 
architecturally integrated into a building or other concealing structure, be as flush to the wall as 
technically possible, and shall not project above the wall on which it is mounted. 

 
5. Equipment enclosures or buildings, which house cellular switching devices and/or other equipment 

related to the use, operation or maintenance of the subject facility, shall be designed to match the 
architecture of adjacent buildings. If no recent and/or reasonable architectural theme is present, the 
applicable decision-making authority may require a particular design that is deemed to be suitable 
to the subject location. 
 

6. All utilities associated with wireless communication facilities or equipment shall be underground 
(also see “Screening” below). 
 

H. Visibility and Aesthetics 
 

1. Stealth 
 

Stealth design for wireless antennas is required, unless such can be shown by independently 
verifiable evidence to have the effect of prohibiting the provision of service as intended. All 
applications for wireless telecommunication antennas must include all information required by this 
subsection, and any applicable requirements set forth in Chapter 82 and Chapter 105 of the 
Shreveport City Code. In addition to the standards of this subsection for wireless 
telecommunication antennas, stealth design must comply with the following regulations: 
 
a. To qualify as a stealth design, wireless telecommunication antennas must be enclosed, 

camouflaged, screened, obscured, or otherwise not readily apparent or recognizable to a 
casual observer.  
 

b. Wireless telecommunication antennas mounted lower than 40 feet are considered a special 
use.  

 
c. Antennas must be located on or in structures already permitted within zoning districts, such as 

water towers, clock towers, streetlights, utility poles, penthouses, parapet walls, and steeples, 
and must be designed to blend in with the structure.  Utility poles and streetlights may be 
required to be replaced with a more aesthetically appealing stealth or camouflaged structure. 

 
d. No antenna may increase the overall height of any structure on which it is mounted by more 

than 10 percent of the original height of the structure. 
 

2. Finish/Colors 
 
Unless otherwise required by the Federal Communications Commission, the Federal Aviation 
Administration or the City, towers must have a galvanized silver or gray finish, wireless 
telecommunications towers and any proposed support structure shall be galvanized and/or painted 
with a rust-preventive paint of an appropriate color subject to the approval of the Executive Director 
and shall harmonize with the surroundings and shall be maintained in accordance with the 
requirements of this Article, and any applicable requirements set forth in Chapter 82 and Chapter 
105 of the Shreveport City Code.  

 
3. Retrofitting 

 
In the event a tower or other support structure that is lighted as of the effective date of this Article is 
modified, at the time of the first modification of the facility the City reserves the right to require that 
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the tower be retrofitted so as to comply with the lighting requirements of this of this Article, and any 
applicable requirements set forth in Chapter 82 and Chapter 105 of the Shreveport City Code, or be 
reduced to a height that does not require lighting. 

 
 
 
 
 

4. Flush Mounting 
 

Except for omni-directional antennas, all new or replacement antennas, shall be flush-mounted or 
as close to flush-mounted on the support structure as is functionally possible, unless it can be 
demonstrated by clear and convincing technical evidence that such has the effect of prohibiting the 
provision of service to the intended service area, alone or in combination with another 
facility/site(s), or unless the Applicant can prove that it is technologically impracticable.  

 
5. Placement on Building 
 

If attached to a building, all antennas shall be mounted on the fascia of the building and 
camouflaged so as to match the color and, if possible, the texture of the building, or in a manner so 
as to make the antennas as visually innocuous and undetectable as is reasonably possible given 
the facts and circumstances involved. 

 
6. Landscaping 

 
a. All wireless telecommunications facilities, including maintenance and service operations, 

unless otherwise stated in the Article, must be screened at a minimum from view of adjacent 
residential areas and public rights-of-way with one shrub, measuring a minimum of 18 inches 
in height at planting and reaching a minimum of three feet in height at maturity, that must be 
planted for every three linear feet of fence length spaced linearly, in accordance with the 
screening requirements of this Article.   
 

b. The Executive Director or Metropolitan Planning Commission may choose to not require 
landscaping for sites that are not visible from the City public right-of-way or adjacent property 
or in instances where in the judgment of the Executive Director or Metropolitan Planning 
Commission, landscaping is not appropriate or necessary. 

 
c. In addition to the requirements of this Article for landscape plans, all wireless 

telecommunications shall follow all landscape plan requirements of Article 10 of this Code.  
 

7. Screening 
 

Roof-and ground-mounted wireless telecommunication services facilities and equipment, including 
accessory equipment, shall be screened from adjacent and nearby City public rights-of-way and 
public or private properties by, but shall not be limited to, paint color selection, parapet walls, 
screen walls, fencing, landscaping and/or berming in a manner compatible with the building's 
and/or surrounding environment's design, color, materials, texture, land forms and/or topography, 
as appropriate or applicable. In addition: 
 
a. Whenever possible, if monopoles are necessary for the support of antennas, they shall be 

located near existing utility poles, trees or other similar objects; consist of colors and materials 
that best blend with their background; and, have no individual antennas or climbing spikes on 
the outside of the pole other than those approved by the applicable decision-making authority. 
 

b. Unless otherwise expressly approved, all cables for a facility shall be fully concealed from view 
underground or inside of the screening or monopole structure supporting the antennas; any 
cables and/or conduit that cannot be buried or otherwise hidden from view shall be painted to 
match the color of the building or other existing structure to which they are attached and 
positioned on the facility so as to be screened from view from City public rights-of-way.

c. Chain link fencing shall be unacceptable to screen facilities, support structures or accessory 
and related equipment (including HVAC or mechanical equipment present on support 
buildings); solid fencing material shall be a minimum of six feet and a maximum of eight feet in 
height and shall consist of wood, masonry, stucco, stone or other acceptable materials that are 
opaque and appropriate given the facts and circumstances. A fence permit shall be required.  

 
 
 
 

d. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the facility shall comply with all additional measures deemed 
necessary to mitigate the visual impact of the facility. Also, in lieu of these screening 
standards, the applicable decision-making authority may allow use of an alternate detailed plan 
and specifications for landscape and screening, including plantings, fences, walls, sign and 
structural applications, manufactured devices and other features designed to screen, 
camouflage and buffer antennas, poles and accessory uses. For example, the antenna and 
supporting structure or monopole antenna may be of such design and treated with an 
architectural material so that it complies with an alternative tower structure. The plan should 
accomplish the same degree of screening achieved by meeting the standards outlined above. 

 
I. Compatibility with the Natural Environment 
 

Wireless telecommunication services facilities and equipment shall be compatible and in harmony with 
the surrounding natural environment considering land forms, topography and other natural features and 
shall not dominate the landscape or present a dominant silhouette. In addition: 
 
1. Site disturbances shall be minimized and existing vegetation shall be preserved or improved to the 

extent possible, unless it can be demonstrated that such disturbance to vegetation and topography 
results in less visual impact to the surrounding area. 

 
2. Surrounding view planes shall be preserved to the extent possible. 
 
3. Wireless telecommunication services facilities and equipment shall comply with the Federal 

Communication Commission's regulations concerning maximum allowable radio frequency and 
electromagnetic frequency emissions.  The MPC expressly reserves the right to require periodic 
testing, or testing as warranted by facts and circumstances, to determine such compliance. 

 
J. Accessory Facility, Structure, or Equipment 
 

1. Accessory facilities or structures, including any buildings, cabinets or shelters, shall be used only to 
house equipment in support of the operation of the telecommunication facility or support structure. 
Any equipment not used in direct support of such operation shall not be stored on the site.  
 

2. Any accessory facilities or structures must conform to the setback standards of the applicable 
zoning district. In the situation of stacked equipment buildings, additional screening/landscaping 
measures may be required by the Executive Director or Metropolitan Planning Commission. 
 

3. Accessory equipment, other than antennas, antenna attachment devices, and cables, shall be 
located in an equipment cabinet. If the attached wireless telecommunication facility is proposed to 
be located on a utility pole in an area of the City that requires new utility equipment or 
communication lines to be located underground, the equipment cabinet shall be located in an 
underground vault.  

 
K. Lighting 

 
1. Wireless telecommunication antennas, towers, and facilities must not be lit or marked unless 

required by the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) or the Federal Aviation Administration 
(FAA).  

 
L. Signage 
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1. All wireless telecommunications facilities shall contain a sign no larger than four (4) square feet and 
no smaller than two (2) square feet in order to provide adequate warning to persons in the 
immediate area of the presence of RF radiation. A sign of the same size is also to be installed 
bearing the name(s) of the owner(s) and operator(s) of the Antenna(s) as well as emergency phone 
number(s).  The sign shall be on the equipment shelter or cabinet of the applicant and must be 
visible from the access point of the facility or complex and must identify the equipment owner of the 
shelter or cabinet.   

 
2. On all wireless telecommunications facilities at all locations, an FCC registration sign, as 

applicable, is also to be present.   
 

3. No other signage, including commercial advertising, shall be permitted. 
 

M. Access Ways 
 

In addition to ingress and egress requirements of the Shreveport City Code, access to and from 
wireless telecommunication services facilities and equipment shall be regulated as follows: 

 
1. No wireless communication device or facility shall be located in a required parking, maneuvering or 

vehicle/pedestrian circulation area such that it interferes with or in any way impairs the intent or 
functionality of the original design. 
 

2. The facility must be secured from access by the general public but access for emergency services 
must be ensured. Access roads must be capable of supporting all potential emergency response 
vehicles and equipment and must be of a dimension to allow any emergency equipment the ability 
to turn around. 

 
3. All driveways, access aisles, and surface parking lots must be paved with a durable all-weather 

material, such as concrete or asphalt. All uneven slabs must be resurfaced to provide a smooth 
surface. Pervious paving may be allowed, subject to permission by the City Engineer. Gravel or 
loose rock is prohibited. 

 
N. Security 

 
All Facilities shall be located, fenced or otherwise secured in a manner that prevents unauthorized 
access.  
 
1. All facilities, including antennas, towers and other supporting structures, such as guy anchor points 

and guy wires, shall be made inaccessible to unauthorized individuals and shall be constructed or 
shielded in such a manner that they cannot be easily climbed or collided with and shall expressly 
include removing the climbing steps for the first ten feet (10) from the ground on a monopole. 
 

2. Transmitters and telecommunications control points shall be installed so that they are readily 
accessible only to persons authorized to operate or service them. 

 
O. Operation and Maintenance Standards 

 
All wireless communication facilities shall comply at all times with the following operation and 
maintenance standards: 

 
1. All facilities and related equipment, including lighting, fences, shields, cabinets, and poles, shall be 

maintained in good repair, free from trash, debris, litter and graffiti and other forms of vandalism, 
and any damage from any cause shall be repaired as soon as reasonably possible so as to 
minimize occurrences of dangerous conditions or visual blight, including but not limited to 
compliance with the standards on the minimum physical condition of a Facility as set forth in the 
latest version of TIA ANSI 222. 

 
2. Each facility which contains trees, foliage or other landscaping elements, whether or not used as 

screening, shall be maintained in good condition at all times, and the owner or operator of the 
facility shall be responsible for replacing any damaged, dead or decayed landscaping as promptly 
as reasonably possible. 
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3. Each facility for which a landscape plan was required and approved shall maintain the facility and 

site in accordance with the approved landscape plan at all times. Amendments or modifications to 
the plan shall be submitted for approval to the Executive Director. 

 
4. Each facility shall be operated in such a manner so as to minimize any possible disruption caused 

by noise. Backup generators shall only be operated during periods of power outages and monthly 
testing. At no time shall equipment noise from any source exceed an exterior noise level of 60 dB 
at the property line. 

 
5. Each owner or operator of a facility shall routinely and regularly inspect each site to ensure 

compliance with the standards set forth in this Article. 
P. Abandonment 

 
Any wireless telecommunication tower or facility that is not operated for a period of 180 consecutive 
calendar days is considered abandoned. The owner must immediately remove the tower or facility, and 
all aboveground equipment and related debris. The City may ensure and enforce removal by means of 
its existing regulatory authority. 

 
Q. Structural Standards 

 
All wireless communication facilities shall, at all times, comply with all applicable requirements of the latest 
version of TIA ANSI 222 and the Uniform Building Code in effect on the date the building permit is issued. 
Thereafter, upon renewal of the wireless telecommunications facility permit, the City Engineer and/or the 
Chief Building Official of the City of Shreveport may, at his or her discretion, require the facility to be 
upgraded to meet then-current requirements if it is deemed necessary to protect the public health, safety 
and welfare. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in any other standard, code, regulation or law, 
structurally adequate means not exceeding a literal 100% of the designed loading and stress capability of 
the support structure attached to or intended to be attached to.   
 

22.10 FEES 
 

The applicant shall submit all applicable fees established by Article 21 of this Code, as well as Chapter 82 
and Chapter 105 of the Shreveport City Code.  In accordance with Article 21, the schedule of fees is kept on 
file in the Office of the Metropolitan Planning Commission. Such fees shall include, but not be limited to (1) 
Application Processing Fee, (2) Expert Assistance Fee/Deposit, (3) Wireless Telecommunications Facility 
Permit Fee, and any other fees, such as, Special Use Permits, Zoning and other MPC or ZBA applications 
and approvals and any other building permits or other construction related fees and authorizations.    
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
